and check blood pressure, heart rate, etc. to make sure that patients are doing well and are not crashing. When it comes to managing injuries, head and neck injuries require the most care post surgery. Head injuries are one of the major causes of trauma related death and disabilities worldwide. It is important for patients of head trauma to get CT

Another type of dog bite is the "soft bite" displayed by well-trained dogs, by puppies, and in non-aggressive play.[1] Dog bites can occur during dog fighting, as a response to mistreatment, by trained dogs
working as guard, police or military animals, or during a random encounter.[2][3] There is debate on whether or not certain breeds of dogs are inherently more prone to commit attacks causing serious injury (i.e., so driven by instinct and breeding that, under certain circumstances, they are exceedingly likely to attempt or commit dangerous attacks).[4]
It is recognized that the risk of dog bites can be increased by human actions such as abuse or bite training, or through inaction such as neglect, carelessness in confinement or lack of control.[5] Significant dog bites affect tens of millions of people globally each year.[6][7] It is estimated that 2% of the U.S. population, 4.5-4.7 million people, are bitten
by dogs each year.[8] Most bites occur in children,[9] with nearly half of all children in the U.S. being bitten by a dog at least once by the age of 12.[10] In the 1980s and 1990s, the U.S. averaged 17 deaths per year.[11] Between 2011 and 2021 approximately 468 people were killed by dog bites in the United States, averaging 43 deaths per year.[12]
Between 2018 and 2021, deaths were more than doubled for both males (age 15 to 37) and females (age 20 to 44).[13] Animal bites, most of which are from dogs, are the reason for 1% of visits to emergency departments in the United States.[9] All dog breeds can inflict a bite; breed is not an accurate predictor of whether or not a dog will bite.[14] In
the US pit bull-type and Rottweilers most frequently are identified breeds in cases of severe bites.[9][14] In a study comparing media accounts of 256 dog bite related deaths 2000-2009, when a strict definition was used ("documented pedigree, parentage information, or DNA test results or on the basis of concordance among media breed descriptor,
animal control breed descriptor, and the veterinarian-assigned breed from a photograph") the resulting 45 dogs comprised 20 recognized breeds and 2 known crosses. The study also published information comparing when multiple media reports (or media reports compared with animal control reports) differed in reporting the breeds. When using a
strict definition ("Rottweiler" is not equal to "Rottweiler-mix") 30%-40% of the reports varied. When using a less strict definition ("Rottweiler" and "Rottweiler-mix" are equal enough) only 12%-15% of the reports varied.[15][non sequitur] A 2000 study by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) of human fatalities from dog bites during the

Aslamualaikum,
my sister had this dream where she is being chased by a dog and the dog bites her, she has had this dream 3 times, what does this mean? She has a given Sadqgah should she give more? Answer: In the name of Allah, the most Beneficent, the most Merciful. If someone sees a good dream then it is from Allah ; he should thank Him and may tell others of
the dream. If it is a bad dream, one should seek refuge from Allah and should not tell anyone of the dream. Saaiduna Abu Saaed ul-Khudri narrates that he heard the Prophet of Allah say “‘When someone amongst you sees a good and pleasing dream, he should know that it is from Allah, and so he should praise an thank Allah, and describe to others what
he saw in his dream. But is he sees something that he dislikes then it is from Shaitan, so he should seek refuge from Allah from its evil and should not mention it to anyone’. (Sahih Bukhari p.1034 v.2) The following ahadith have been taken from Imam Nawawi’s Riyadhus Saliheen with regards to seeing a bad or scary dream. Saaiduna Abu Qatadah
reports that the Prophet of Allah has said, “A good vision (dream) is from Allah and a bad dream is from the Satan. He who sees something in a dream that he dislikes, should blow thrice on his left, must seek Allah’s Refuge from the evil of the Satan (i.e., by saying: A" udhu billahi minash-Shaitanir-Rajim). Then it will not harm him.” (Sahih Bukhari and
Sahih Muslim). Saaiduna Jabir reports that the Prophet of Allah said, “When one of you sees a bad dream let him blow three times on his left, seek refuge in Allah from the Satan three times (i.e., by saying: A udhu billahi minash-Shaitanir-Rajim) and change the side on which he was lying.” (Sahih Muslim) (Extracted from Riyadhus Saliheen p.245) From
the aforementioned ahadith we can conclude that scary dreams and nightmares (like the one you saw) are from Shaitan and they have no meanings. One should not tell anyone of the scary dream and as mentioned in the hadith blow three times on his left, seek refuge in Allah from the Satan three times (i.e., by saying: A’ udhu billahi minash-Shaitanir-
Rajim) and change the side on which he was lying. Finally, it is best to read tasbeeh and also Surah Falaq and Surah Naas before you go to sleep. Insha Allah, you will be protected from these strange and scary dreams by the Almighty Allah . Giving Sadagah is also a good action as well. Only Allah Knows Best Mohammed Tosir Miah Darul Ifta
