program	ideas	that	will	make	a	lasting	impression	on	your	guests.	A	traditional	single-page	program	is	a	classic	choice.	You	can	put	your	spin	on	it	by	using	thicker	card	stock,	using	colored	paper,	or	incorporating	a	pattern	that	ties	into	your	wedding	theme	(botanical,	tropical,	under	the	stars,	etc.).	You	can	place	the	programs	on	each	ceremony
chair,	ask	ushers	to	pass	them	out,	or	gather	them	in	a	self-serve	basket	at	the	welcome	table.	If	you	have	extra	time,	consider	punching	a	hole	in	the	top	and	tying	your	programs	to	the	chair	backs	with	ribbon	or	twine.	Double-sided	paper	fans	can	keep	guests	cool	if	you’re	having	a	summer	ceremony.	Fans	are	particularly	perfect	for	a	beach	or
summer	wedding,	or	any	time	guests	will	be	outdoors	and	in	direct	sunlight.	You	can	experiment	with	different	shapes—think	hearts	and	seashells—or	print	your	program	onto	a	multifold	fan	that	guests	slide	open.	Print	the	ceremony	details	on	a	craft-paper	bag	and	fill	it	with	something	guests	can	snack	on	as	they	wait	for	the	ceremony	to	begin.	(If
you’re	going	to	provide	a	snack	that	might	require	napkins,	consider	providing	some	that	match	the	treat	bags	and	include	your	wedding	monogram.)	You	can	also	fill	the	bag	with	mints,	tissues,	or	lip	balm.	Stuff	a	vellum	envelope	with	brightly	colored	paper	confetti	that	your	guests	can	toss	during	your	recessional.	You	can	attach	the	envelope	to
your	program	with	double-sided	tape	or	print	the	program	directly	on	the	envelope.	If	a	picture	is	worth	a	thousand	words,	an	infographic	might	be	worth	even	more.	Turn	your	day-of	timeline	into	a	chart	or	diagram	to	give	guests	at-a-glance	details.	You	can	keep	yours	super	simple	and	break	down	just	the	ceremony,	or	pack	in	a	lot	of	visual	interest
by	including	as	many	details	as	you	can	fit.	Printing	a	map	on	the	front	of	a	single-sheet,	trifold,	or	booklet	program	can	help	tell	your	wedding	story.	It	could	be	a	map	of	the	venue’s	surrounding	landscape,	an	illustrated	map	of	the	venue	itself,	or	a	map	of	where	you	are	from	or	all	the	places	your	guests	have	traveled	from.	For	those	who	love	to
travel,	a	luggage	tag	printed	with	all	your	ceremony	info	can	be	an	inspired	way	to	incorporate	your	love	of	globe-trotting	into	your	wedding.	Have	more	information	than	one	tag	can	hold?	Tie	multiple	tags	together	with	string	or	ribbon.	Handkerchiefs	printed	with	an	outline	of	the	wedding	ceremony	can	be	used	for	happy	tears,	and	they	make	a
lovely	keepsake.	These	elegant	favors	are	especially	nice	for	a	classic	wedding.	As	guests	arrive	at	the	wedding,	have	the	handkerchiefs	hanging	with	tiny	clothespins	from	a	cord,	so	guests	can	choose	their	own.	You	might	also	roll	them	up,	tie	them	with	a	ribbon,	and	put	them	in	baskets	for	guests	to	take	themselves.	Surprise	your	guests	with	DIY
programs	tied	with	string	that	unfold	to	reveal	all	your	ceremony	details.	You	can	fold	your	programs	into	triangles,	squares,	hearts,	and	more.	It’s	helpful	to	use	what’s	called	a	“bone	folder,”	an	inexpensive	tool	made	with	sharp,	smooth	edges,	to	crease	your	paper.	Instead	of	passing	out	printed	stationery,	display	your	wedding	program	on	a	mirror,
window,	chalkboard,	or	wooden	sign.	Place	it	in	a	high-traffic	area,	like	the	entrance	of	the	venue	or	the	ceremony	entrance.	You	can	set	it	on	an	easel,	prop	it	up	against	a	table	or	tree,	or	hang	it.	You	can	hand-write	the	details	or	hire	a	calligrapher	or	artist	to	do	it	for	you.	If	you’re	news	junkies	or	just	looking	to	make	your	wedding	front-page	news,
try	a	program	that	resembles	a	newspaper,	a	mini	magazine,	or	even	a	playbill.	This	is	a	good	opportunity	to	include	a	photo	from	your	engagement	shoot,	your	wedding	monogram,	and	details	about	the	proposal	in	addition	to	details	for	the	day.	Bonus:	Add	a	custom	crossword	puzzle	focused	on	your	love	story.	Use	Large,	Legible	Fonts:	Wedding
program	wording	should	be	easy	to	read.	While	some	fonts	are	beautiful,	they	might	be	too	small	for	grandparents	or	those	with	poor	vision	to	see.	Save	fancy	cursive	and	scripts	for	place	cards	or	wedding	signage.	Order	Extras:	A	good	rule	of	thumb	is	to	order	five	to	10	extra	programs	in	case	spills	happen,	the	wind	picks	up,	or	guests	take	an	extra
copy	for	friends	or	family	not	in	attendance.	Have	a	Game	Plan:	It’s	important	to	know	in	advance	how	you’ll	distribute	your	programs	to	guests.	Will	they	be	positioned	at	each	chair? The	wedding	program	consists	of	the
information	necessary	for	the	guests	to	know	and	to	at	least	be	aware	of	the	flow	of	the	program.	In	a	way	that	it	also	helps	them	know	what	goes	first	and	what	to	expect	when	it	ends.	Elements	of	a	Wedding	Program	Did	you	know	that	just	like	a	book	or	a	poem,	a	program	has	its	own	elements?	Just	what	are	these	elements	for	a	wedding	program
and	what	importance	do	they	even	have	to	begin	with?	Depending	on	how	you	do	your	own	wedding	program,	each	element,	especially	the	ones	below,	are	almost	always	present.	If	you’re	planning	on	making	your	own	wedding	program	or	just	about	any	kind	of	program,	you	should	at	least	check	these	five	elements	below.	1.	Nuptial	Program	Cover
The	first	thing	you	would	notice	in	a	wedding	program	is	the	cover	or	the	seal	that	goes	with	it.	Just	as	books	have	wonderful	and	sometimes	colorful	covers	to	attract	their	readers,	so	does	a	nuptial	program	cover.	The	purpose	for	this	is	to	show	the	theme	of	your	wedding	and	the	style.	For	your	program	cover,	you	may	either	choose	to	have	it	in	a
traditional	way	or	customize	it	to	make	it	as	unique	as	the	wedding	theme	you	choose.	For	some	brides,	they	often	opt	to	decorate	their	own	program	cover	to	stand	out	from	the	crowd.	You	may	or	may	not	write	anything	on	the	cover.	2.	The	Sequence	of	the	Event	Either	in	the	inside	of	the	nuptial	program	cover	or	you	prefer	to	place	it	in	a	separate
piece	of	wedding	designed	paper,	the	sequence	of	the	wedding	event	is	then	placed.	What	would	be	in	store	for	this	is	the	outlined	information	of	how	the	program	would	go	from	the	start	to	the	end.	Depending	on	how	you	plan	your	wedding	program,	it	should	at	least	have	even	the	most	general	of	the	information	if	you	plan	on	making	it	into	one
piece	to	save	space.	However,	if	you	plan	on	making	it	into	something	more	complex	and	custom	made,	you	may	opt	out	of	the	bi-fold	style. The	Nuptial	Mechanics	This	may	sound	a	little	weird	to	put	nuptials	and	mechanics	in	a	sentence,	but	what	it	really	means	is	the	details.	The	specific	if	possible	details	of	who	is	who	in	your	wedding.	This	is	important	as	your	guests	do	not	really	know	every	single	person	in	the
wedding. Everything	includes	every	single	detail.	All	the	information	that	is	necessary	should	be	placed.	Checking	and	double	checking	should	also	be	necessary	in	case	you	may	have
missed	something.	Writing	every	little	information	down	is	not	only	helpful	for	you,	but	if	you	ever	need	anything	changed	especially	if	someone	else	is	making	the	program,	this	can	be	helpful	for	them.	3. As	this	is	crucial	for	your	guests	to	know	the	flow	of	the	event.	4.	Make	Information	Specific	as	Possible	For	the	information	on	your	wedding	program,	if	it	is	too	long	to
make	and	you	plan	on	making	it	short,	make	the	information	at	least	as	clear	and	specific	as	you	can.	As	your	guests	would	often	look	on	the	program	for	information.	You	do	not	want	them	to	get	confused	on	how	the	event	would	run,	and	you	would	prefer	it	to	be	smooth	sailing	than	something	chaotic.	5.	Proofread	Your	Wedding	Program	You	may
think	why	should	you	proofread	your	wedding	program.	The	reason	to	proofread	your	wedding	program	is	to	see	if	you	have	not	missed	any	single	detail	necessary.	That	you	have	not	forgotten	any	single	person	and	the	role	they	may	play.	In	addition	to	that,	you	have	gotten	every	detail	of	your	program	the	way	you	want	it	to	be.	It	can	get	so	stressful
to	have	to	write	your	own	wedding	program	or	even	let	someone	else	do	it	for	you,	but	the	most	important	thing	is	to	make	sure	everything	you	envisioned	happened	and	at	the	right	time	with	the	right	information.	FAQs	A	wedding	program	is	a	piece	of	document	that	outlines	the	flow	of	the	wedding	event.	From	the	beginning	of	the	event,	to	the
middle	and	the	end.	The	wedding	program	serves	as	a	guide	for	the	audience	as	to	not	let	them	feel	out	of	place	or	at	a	loss	as	to	what	may	be	going	on	at	this	time.	There	are	a	lot	of	things	that	you	can	avoid,	but	here	are	some	ideas.	Avoid	having	to	put	too	much	information	that	is	not	suitable	or	useful	in	the	program.	Avoid	overdoing	your	wedding
program.	In	addition	to	that,	you	can	also	avoid	placing	too	little	information	that	may	leave	your	audience	confused.	Lastly,	avoid	having	to	use	rude	and	hateful	words	or	quotes	to	describe	your	wedding.	It	is	not	just	odd	to	look	at,	it	also	is	not	necessary.	The	other	elements	or	sub	elements	that	can	be	found	in	a	wedding	program	are	the	bride	and
groom’s	names,	the	date	of	the	wedding	and	the	location.	Yes,	anyone	can	make	their	own	wedding	program.	It	can	either	be	custom	made	or	you	let	someone	else	make	the	wedding	program	for	you.	It	can	sometimes	be	quite	a	hassle	especially	when	you	have	to	make	a	lot	of	wedding	programs	for	each	of	the	guests	you	are	inviting	or	going.	This	is
the	end	of	the	article	about	Wedding	Programs,	the	definition,	the	elements	and	the	tips.	Making	wedding	programs	can	either	be	stressful	or	tiresome	but	at	the	same	time	fun	and	exciting.	Depending	on	the	bride	or	the	person	whom	the	bride	would	allow	to	make	the	wedding	program.	When	writing	the	program,	you	need	to	understand	that	the
basic	thing	about	it	is	to	follow	an	outline	that	you	make.	Fill	it	out	and	proofread.	When	it	comes	to	your	wedding	reception	program,	what	should	you	include?	What	should	you	keep	out? This	is	the	part	where	the	guests	find	their	seats–whether	by	a	cool	seat	plan,	ushers,	or	your	coordinating	team	telling	them	which	table	they’re	seated	at–you’ve	got	to	allow	your	guests	some	time	to	find
their	place	and	settle	down.	Now	that	everyone’s	settled	down,	your	host	can	now	officially	start	the	program	with	a	few	welcome	remarks.	If	you’re	getting	a	professional	host,	he	or	she	will	probably	already	have	their	own	spiel	and	flow,	but	if	you’re	just	asking	a	friend	to	host,	some	things	that	are	usually	included	in	the	welcome	remarks	are	the
acknowledgement	of	both	sets	of	parents	and	the	principal	sponsors,	as	well	as	the	reminder	of	the	couple’s	hashtag.	Once	the	welcome	remarks	are	over,	you	can	smoothly	transition	to	the	entrance	of	the	entourage.	This	usually	includes	the	secondary	sponsors,	followed	by	the	bridesmaids	and	groomsmen,	and	lastly,	by	the	maid	of	honor	and	best
man.	Don’t	forget	to	mention	their	names	as	they	enter	the	room,	too!	(To	make	it	more	fun,	you	can	have	your	entourage	dance	to	some	fun	music	as	they	enter	the	venue.)	Now	it’s	time	for	your	big	entrance	as	a	newlywed	couple.	You	can	do	whatever	you	want–have	confetti	or	flower	petals,	dance,	play	some	music,	have	a	montage	of	your
engagement	photos	playing	with	some	music	in	the	background.	This	is	your	grand	entrance,	so	make	it	count!	After	your	entrance,	this	is	usually	the	time	for	the	dances.	The	host	will	call	for	the	mother-son	dance	first,	which	will	be	followed	by	the	father-daughter	dance,	where	the	father	will	give	the	bride	to	the	groom	for	their	first	dance	together
as	a	married	couple.	Keep	in	mind	that	the	dances	can’t	be	too	long	as	the	guests	will	probably	already	have	food	on	their	minds	by	then!	Traditions	like	the	cake	cutting	and	champagne	toasting	or	drinking	can	take	place	either	before	or	after	the	meal.	(Though,	it’s	usually	easier	to	get	your	guests’	attention	right	after	the	dances,	since	all	eyes	are
already	on	you.)	If	these	traditions	aren’t	your	thing,	you	can	choose	to	come	up	with	a	few	unique	ideas	of	your	own,	or	remove	this	part	of	the	program	completely.	There’s	no	rule	as	to	who	leads	the	prayer–it	can	be	your	host,	yourselves	as	a	newlywed	couple,	one	of	your	family	members	or	friends,	or	even	your	little	niece	or	nephew	for	that	added
cuteness	factor!	The	thanksgiving	prayer	naturally	transitions	to	the	meal	(whether	brunch,	lunch,	or	dinner).	Just	make	sure	your	host	announces	whether	the	plan	is	to	open	the	buffet	or	for	waiters	to	start	serving	plated	meals,	etc.	Usually,	most	couple	have	a	video	that	shows	them	growing	up	through	the	years.	You	can	choose	to	play	this	towards
the	end	of	the	meal	or	after	the	meal	so	you	have	everyone’s	full	attention.	If	you	have	a	video	or	SDE	of	your	engagement	shoot,	you	can	also	choose	to	show	it	at	this	time.	Now,	it’s	time	for	the	speeches.	Usually	the	best	man	and	maid	of	honor	are	duty	bound	to	give	a	speech,	but	if	there	are	other	people	who	are	also	in	line	to	give	a	speech,	now’s
the	time	to	do	so.	Try	to	give	everyone	a	time	limit	though,	so	your	guests	don’t	get	bored–this	is	especially	crucial	if	you	have	a	lot	of	people	who	are	giving	speeches.	You	can	also	give	your	host	a	short	one-liner	to	serve	as	an	introduction	for	each	person	giving	a	speech,	just	so	that	the	rest	of	the	guests	know	the	relation	between	you	and	the
speaker.	If	you’re	a	more	traditional	couple	and	want	to	keep	games	like	the	bouquet	toss	and	the	garter	game	in	the	program,	then	the	best	time	to	rouse	your	guests	with	this	kind	of	entertainment	is	after	the	speeches.	If	you’d	like	to	follow	a	more	unconventional	route,	you	can	check	out	these	games	that	will	definitely	keep	your	guests	laughing
and	entertained.	If	games	aren’t	really	your	thing,	you	can	skip	this	part	and	go	straight	to	the	next,	no	problem!	Time	for	your	guests	to	wind	down	after	all	those	exciting	games.	Now	that	the	program’s	coming	to	a	close,	this	is	the	perfect	time	for	your	parents	to	give	their	speeches.	You	can	choose	both	sets	of	parents	to	give	a	speech	together,	get
one	representative	each,	or	if	they’re	performance-shy,	have	a	ninong,	ninang,	or	close	relative	step	in.	You’ve	been	waiting	all	night	in	anticipation	for	your	wedding	day	SDE,	and	now’s	the	time	to	watch	it	and	relive	some	of	the	most	memorable	moments	of	the	day.	The	reason	it’s	scheduled	this	late	in	the	program	is	to	give	your	videographer	time
to	edit	it	while	the	rest	of	the	program	is	going	on.	However,	if	you’d	like	to	watch	it	earlier	in	the	program,	just	let	your	videographer	know	ahead	of	time–just	so	that	he	or	she	is	prepared!	Now	you’ve	come	to	the	very	end	of	the	program.	Of	course	you	can’t	end	it	without	a	few	remarks	of	your	own.	Generally	a	huge	shout	out	to	your	wonderful
suppliers	is	in	order,	as	well	as	a	big	thank	you	to	all	your	guests	for	coming,	especially	those	who	came	from	out	of	town.	Keep	it	short,	sweet,	and	heartfelt,	and	you	can’t	go	wrong.
