'ablution' [wu'd®u:?] ) is the Islamic procedure for cleansing parts of the body, a type of ritual purification, or ablution. The steps of wudu are washing the hands, rinsing the mouth and nose, washing the face, then the forearms, then wiping the head, the ears, then
washing or wiping the feet, while doing them in order without any big breaks between them. Wudu is an important part of ritual purity in Islam that is governed by figh,[1] which specifies hygienical jurisprudence and defines the rituals that constitute it. Ritual purity is called tahara. Wudu is typically performed before Salah or reading the Quran. Activities that invalidate wudu include urination, defecation, flatulence, deep sleep, light bleeding
(depending on madhhab), menstruation, postpartum status, and sexual intercourse. Wudu is often translated as "partial ablution", as opposed to ghusl, which translates to "full ablution", where the whole body is washed. An alternative to wudu is tayammum or "dry ablution", which uses clean sand in place of water due to complete water scarcity or if one is suffering from moisture-induced skin inflammation or illness or other harmful effects on the
person. Qur'an 2:222 says "For God loves those who turn to Him constantly and He loves those who keep themselves pure and clean."[2:222] Qur'an 5:6 says "O believers! When you rise up for prayer, wash your faces and your hands up to the elbows, wipe your heads, and wash your feet up to the ankles. And if you are in a state of full impurity, then take a full bath. But if you are ill, on a journey, or have relieved yourselves, or have been intimate
with your wives and cannot find water, then purify yourselves with clean earth by wiping your faces and hands. It is not Allah's Will to burden you, but to purify you and complete His favor upon you, so perhaps you will be grateful."[5:6][2] Wudu by itself is mustahabb, a recommended act (=), but it becomes obligatory in special conditions such as prayer, reading the Quran, tawaf, etc.[3] Wudu, in a hadith of Abu Hurairah discussing the Day
of Resurrection, said that Muhammad, when asked if he would be able to recognize Muslims, said, "Yes, you would have a mark which other people will not have. The first is the sayings of the prophet - Sunnah Qawliyyah/Hadith. The second is the actions of the prophet - Sunnah Al
Filiyya. The final type of Sunnah is the practices prevailing during Muhammad’s time which he did not oppose - Sunnah Taqririyyah. What is masah of the head? Masah (Arabic: zwo) refers to the act of ritually cleaning the head or feet with a small amount of water, running the wet hands over the head or feet before salat (Islamic prayer). How do you make ghusl? Sunnah of Ghusl Washing both the hands up to the wrists. Wash the private parts
and remove dirt or filth from the body (using your left hand). Perform wudu (ablution). Pour water over the head three times, and rub the hair so that the water reaches the roots of the hair. What is WAZU Khana? A wazukhana is described as an ablution pond where worshippers wash themselves before praying at the mosque. At Varanasi’s Gyanvapi Mosque, this has become the topic of debate with the videography survey reporting the presence
of a Shivling while Muslims are saying it is a fountain. How many times do we do masah in Wudu? Wash your hands. Do this three times. After that, use your right hand to wash your left hand three times. Make sure to wash in between your fingers and all the way up to your wrists. How many times should you wash your hair in Wudu? This makes it clear that a woman needs to take water in her hand three times and wet her hair, rubbing it at root.
There is no need to wash her hair fully. Another Hadith confirming this is reported by Aishah who heard that Abdullah ibn Umar advised women to undo their hair when they need to do the ghusl. What do we say WAZU in English? Bath, Cleansing, Decontamination, Lavation, Shower, Purification, Showering, Wuzu Meaning from Urdu to English is Ablution, and in Urdu it is written as gwg. This word is written in Roman Urdu. What things break
wudu? Further Note. All praise and thanks are due to Allah, and peace and blessings be upon His Messenger. In this fatwa:Some of the Sunnah acts of wudu are: mentioning the name of Allah, dental hygiene, washing the hands three times, rinsing the mouth three times, sniffing up and blowing out water
three times, running one’s fingers through his beard, running water through one’s fingers and toes, repeating each washing three times, beginning each action with the right side, rubbing the limbs with water, wiping the ears, supplication while performing wudu, supplication after wudu, praying two rak’ah after wudu, etc.In his famous work, Figh As-Sunnah, Sheikh Sayyid Sabiq, elaborates on the sunnah acts of wudu as follows:We will deal with
those acts connected with the wudu, but which are not obligatory, as the Prophet (peace be upon him) did not rigorously stick to them or censure anyone for not doing them. They are as follows:Mentioning the name of Allah at the beginningThere are some weak hadith that mention this act, and all of the chains of these hadiths point to the fact that there is some basis for this act. In any case, it is a good act in and of itself and, in general, it is part
of the Islamic law.This involves using a stick or similar object to clean one’s teeth. The best type to use is that of the arak tree found in the Hejaz. Such a practice strengthens the gums, prevents tooth disease, helps digestion and facilitates the flow of urine.This sunnah is fulfilled by using any object which removes yellow stains on the teeth and cleans the mouth, such as a toothbrush, and so on.Abu Hurairah reported that the Prophet (peace be
upon him) said, “Were it not to be a hardship on my community, I would have ordered them to use a toothbrush for every wudu.” (Malik, ash-Shafi'i, al-Baihaqi and al-Hakim.)Aishah reported that the Prophet said, “The toothbrush purifies the mouth and is pleasing to the Lord.” (Ahmad, an-Nasa’i and at-Tirmidhi)Using a toothbrush is liked at any time, but there are five times in which it is especially liked:wudu,prayer,reading the Qur’an,rising
from sleep, andwhen the taste in one’s mouth has changed.Fasting and non-fasting people may use it at the beginning, the end, or at any other time during the day. ‘Amr ibn Rabi’ah said, “I have seen the Messenger of Allah, upon whom be peace, on countless occasions using a toothbrush while fasting.” (Ahmad, Abu Dawud and at-Tirmidhi)When one uses a toothbrush, it is sunnah to clean it afterwards. Said Aishah, “When the Prophet (peace be
upon him) used his toothbrush, he would give it to me. I would wash it, use it, wash it again and give it back to him.” (Abu Dawud and alBaihaqi)It is part of the sunnah that one who has no teeth may use his fingers to clean his mouth. Asked Aishah, “O Messenger of Allah, how should a toothless person cleanse his mouth?” “By putting his fingers into his mouth,” he replied. (At-Tabarani)Washing the hands three times at the beginningThis is based
on the hadith of Aws ibn Aws al-Thaqafi who said, “I saw the Messenger of Allah make wudu, and he washed his hands three times.” (Ahmad and an-Nasa’i.)Abu Hurairah reported that the Prophet (peace be upon him) said, “When one of you rises from his sleep, he should not put his hand into a pot until he has washed it three times, for he does not know where his hand was (while he slept).” (Related by “the group”, al-Bukhari did not mention the
number of times.)Rinsing the mouth three timesLagqit ibn Sabrah reported that the Prophet said, “When one performs wudu, he should rinse his mouth.” (Abu Dawud and al-Baihaqi)Sniffing up and blowing out water three timesAbu Hurairah reported that the Prophet (peace be upon him) said, “When one of you performs wudu, he should sniff water up his nostrils and then blow it out.” (Al-Bukhari, Muslim and Abu Dawud)The sunnah is to put the
water into the nostrils with the right hand and blow it out with the left. ‘Ali once called for water for wudu, rinsed his mouth, sniffed up water into his nostrils and blew it out with his left hand. He did that three times and then said, “That is how the Prpohet, upon whom be peace, would purify himself.” (Ahmad and an-Nasa’i)This sunnah is fulfilled by putting water into the mouth and nostrils in any way. The practice of the Prophet was to do both
acts at the same time. *Abdullah ibn Zayd said, “The Prophet would rinse his mouth and nose with just one hand (at one time, together). He did that three times.” In one narration it says, “He would rinse his mouth and nose with three scoops of water.” (Al-Bukhari and Muslim)It is also sunnah to be plentiful (with water) while performing this sunnah, except if one is fasting. Laqit asked the Prophet, “Inform me about your wudu.” He replied,
“Complete and perfect the wudu and (put water) between your fingers. Use lots of water while sniffing it up your nostrils, unless you are fasting.” (Related by “the five.” At-Tirmidhi said it is sahih)Running one’s fingers through his beardAishah reported that the Messenger of Allah would run his fingers through his beard. (Related by Ibn Majah and at-Tirmidhi, who classified it as sahih)Anas said that when the Messenger of Allah performed wudu,
he would take a handful of water and put it under his jaws and pass it through his beard. They are as follows:Mentioning the name of Allah at the beginningThere are some weak hadith that mention this act, and all of
the chains of these hadiths point to the fact that there is some basis for this act. In any case, it is a good act in and of itself and, in general, it is part of the Islamic law.This involves using a stick or similar object to clean one’s teeth. The best type to use is that of the arak tree found in the Hejaz. Such a practice strengthens the gums, prevents tooth disease, helps digestion and facilitates the flow of urine.This sunnah is fulfilled by using any object

If you don't understand it, you can read it once more.In simple terms, I would like to say that the difference between the Fard of Wudu and the Sunnah of Wudu is as follows:Fard of Wudu refers to the acts that must be performed during Wudu, while Sunnah of Wudu refers to the acts that are recommended during Wudu.Fard of Wudu greatly affects the validity of Wudu, while Sunnah
of Wudu does not affect the validity of Wudu at all.That is a brief explanation of the difference between the Fard of Wudu and the Sunnah of Wudu. As Muslims, we must understand this.How Many Sunnah of Wudu Are There?The important point about the Sunnah of Wudu that I will explain now is "How many Sunnah of Wudu are there?" are there in Wudu? A. There are four obligatory act: in Wudu i.e 1) washing the face from the forelock down to the lower portion of the chin and from the lobe of one ear to the other. Water should flow on every part of the face2) washing the hands upto inclusive of elbows leaving no spot dry 3) doing "Masah” i.e passing wet fingers of both the hands over the head and4) washing the feet unto, inclusive of, ankles. Q 2: How many Sunnat act:
are there in Wudu? A. There are sixteen Sunnats in Wudu i.e. 1) to express intention 2) to recite Bismil Laa-hirRgimaa-nir-p-aheem 3) to wash hands upto the wrists thrice 4) to apply "Miswaak” (tooth stick) to the teeth 5) to rinse the mouth three times 6) to sniff up water into nostrils thrice 7) to wash the mouth and sniff up water into nostrils with the right hand8) to clean the nose with the left hand 9) to do ”Khilaal” ice. pass wet
fingers through the beard 10) to pass wet fingers of the right hand through the left and the left’s through the right hand and pass the small finger of the left hand between the toes at the point of the feet 11) to wash all parts of the body thrice 12) to do “Masah” of the head once 13) to wipe inner sides of the ears with the forefingers and upper sides with the thumbs 14) to keep up sequence of the Wudu method i.e to wash first the face
then the hands, to do "Masah” of the head, wash the feet and on 15) to do "Masah” of the beard (hair under the chin) i.e to pass wet fingers upwards beginning from under the chin and 16) to wash all parts (limbs) in so succession that the first one dotes) not go dry on washing the next. Q 3: How many “Mustahab” (desirable acts) are there in Wudu? A. There are fifteen desirable act: in ablution i.e.1) to perform Wudu at a elevated place
facing the Qiblah 2) Water should fall on pure place during ablution 3) to rub the hands on every part of the body while letting the water flow thereon 4) to take water by oneself 5) not to take other’s help in performing Wudu otherwise necessary 6) to do Wudu before time 7) to move ring, if tight then it is essential to move it 8) to do Wudu with quite peace ensuring that no spot remains dry 9) to use earthen pot for ablution10) to
wash the face with both hands 11) to keep reciting Bismil Laah, Kalimah Shareef, Durood Shareef & other supplications during the whole process of Wudu besides keeping “Niyat” (intention) of the Wudu in mind 12) to do "Masah” of nape of the neck 13) to recite Kalimah-eShahaadat after completion of Wudu pointing the forefinger towards the sky and also recite Surah “Inna Anzalnaa” 14) to drink a little water from the rest of Wudu
water and 15) not to completely dry up the washed parts otherwise necessary. There are also other desirable act: of ablution besides the afore-mentioned ones which may be referred to in voluminous books.Q 4: How many “Makroohaat” (undesirable ants) are there in Wudu? A. There are seventeen undesirable acts in Wudu i.e.1) to sit at impure place for Wudu 2) to do Wudu in the precincts of mosque 3) to let the drops fall into the water-
pot while making Wudu 4) to spit or blow the nose into the water whether it is pond or river 5) to spit or throw out the water from the mouth towards the Qiblah 6) to indulge in lordly talks unnecessarily 7) to use more water than needed 8) to use water in so less quantity that the Holy Prophet’s Sunnah is not acted upon 9) to splash water on the face 10) to wash the face with one hand which is a Hindu style 11) to do "Masah” of the
throat 12) to reserve a particular pot of water for oneself 13) to use the left hand for washing mouth and sniffing up water into nostrils 14) to clean the nose with the right hand 15) to do "Masah” of the head thrice with the fresh water 16) to use the sun-heated water and 17) to close the lips and eyes tightly. Wudu will not be in order if any spot of the necessary parts of the body remains dry. Q 5: What are those things(acts) which
render ablution void? A. These things (acts) render Wudu void: 1) pass stool or urine or emission of any thing from the private parts of man and woman. 2) To break wind 3) Emission (that also flows) of blood or pus from any part of the body4) Mouthful vomit. However emission of phlegm does not affect Wudu 5) to sleep lying prone or on back, side-ways, leaning against pillow or any thing or in sitting position provided that the buttock
are not firmly placed on the ground. However drowse does not affect Wudu 6) To faint or fall unconscious due to sickness or any other cause 7) to go mad or lose senses 8) to laugh aloud (laughter). Q 6: Does seeing the private parts of one’s own or of other render ablution void or not? A. No, seeing the private parts of one’s own or of other does not render ablution void. However, it is strictly forbidden to see the private parts of others even
one’s own unnecessarily. Q 7: What injunction is there for the tears which come from infected eyeful? A. Tears which come from infected eyers) are impure and nullify Wudu. Such tears should not be wiped with sleeves as this action renders the dress impure. Question: What are the sunnats of wudu'?ANSWERSome of them are as follows:1. To utter the Basmala at the beginning of wudu',2. To wash the hands including the wrists three times, 3. To
wash the mouth three times, taking fresh water each time,4. To wash [inside] the nose three times, taking fresh water each time, 5. To wet the invisible parts of the skin under the eyebrows, the beard, and the moustache when washing the face, 6. To wet the section under the two eyebrows when washing the face,7. To apply masah (wiping) on the hanging part of the beard,8. To comb (takhlil) the hanging part of the beard with thewetted fingers
of the right hand,9. To rub and clean the teeth with something,10. To apply masah on the entire head once,11. To apply masah on the ears once, 12. To pass wet fingers in between the fingers and toes, 13. To apply masah on the back of the neck once with three adjacent fingers of both hands,14. To wash every limb three times which is to be washed,15. To intend through the heart for wudu' when beginning to wash the face,16. To wash the parts
in prescribed order (tartib), 17. To rub the limbs washed (dalk),18. To wash the limbs one right after another and not to engage yourself in anything else during this process (muwalat). Question: Is it permissible to omit any of the sunnats of wudu' if there is a valid excuse to do so?’ANSWERIt is permissible if one omits it with a valid excuse. Question: Is it makruh to make wudu' by only doing its obligatory (fard) acts?ANSWERYes, it is makruh if
there is no extreme necessity (darurat) to do so. Its sunnats must be performed, too. Question: When a person makes wudu' or ghusl, does he have to make intention (niyyah) when washing his hands or when washing his face?ANSWERBoth are fine. One can make intention when washing the nose or when washing the mouth, too. Even if one does not make intention, one's wudu' or ghusl is valid according to the Hanafi Madhhab. Question: Does
the intention (niyyah) for ghusl and wudu' mean intending through the heart or consciousness of what one is doing?ANSWERNiyyah means intending through the heart, not just consciousness of what one is doing. Question: What is the first sunnat of wudu'?ANSWERThe first sunnat of wudu' is to recite the Basmala when going to the bathroom (toilet) and when beginning to make wudu'.Question: Is putting water in the mouth and nose in wudu'
sunnat in all of the four madhahib?ANSWERIt is fard according to the Hanbali Madhhab, but sunnat according to the other three madhahib. (Al-Figh 'ala al-Madhahib al-Arba'ah)Question: Is it appropriate to wash the limbs once for water-saving purposes?’ANSWERNo, it is not appropriate. However, if a person has a little water and if it is impossible for him to find more, then it is permissible for him to wash the limbs once.Question: It is written on
the 95th page of Sharh Shir'at al-Islam, "Running wet fingers in between fingers is sunnat, but running wet fingers in between toes is fard." Isn't it wrong?ANSWERYes, it is wrong. We stated in our former articles that there are other mistakes like this one in Sharh Shir'at al-Islam. However, reliable books say:"In wudu', running fingers in between fingers and toes is sunnat-i muakkada" (Radd-ul-mukhtar, Fatawa-i Hindiyya, Al-Figh 'ala al-
Madhahib al-Arba'ah, Durar wa al-Ghurar).Question: Some people, while performing wudu', wash their faces first and then apply masah on their heads and then wash their arms. Shouldn't we wash the face first and then the arms and then apply masah on the head so as to make wudu' in conformity with the sunnat way?ANSWERYes, according to the Hanafi Madhhab, it is sunnat to wash the parts in the order you have mentioned. However,
observing this order is fard according to the Shafi'i Madhhab. It is written so in all books of figh. The Qur'anic verse concerning wudu' is as follows:(O you who believe! When you rise up for salat, wash your faces and your hands up to your elbows and wipe your heads and wash your feet up to your ankle bones.) [Al-Ma'idah 6]That wudu' must be made according to the sequence prescribed in the Qur'anic verse is stated in hadith-i sharifs, too:
(When Hadrat Uthman was making wudu', he washed his hands three times. Then he washed his mouth and inside his nose three times. Then he washed his face three times. Then he washed his right and left arms up to his elbows three times. Then he applied masah on his entire head. Then he washed his right and left feet up to his ankles three times, and he said, "The Messenger of Allah makes wudu' likewise.") [Bukhari, Muslim, Abu Dawud,
TirmidhilQuestion: Applying masah on the neck is listed among the sunnats of wudu'. When applying masah on it, should we do masah on the back and front of the neck?’ ANSWERMasah should be done on the back of the neck and both sides of it. However, it is an innovation (bid'at) to apply masah on the front of the neck.Question: Is it an innovation (bid'at) to apply masah (wiping) on the back of the neck?’ ANSWERApplying masah on the back of
the neck is sunnat, not an innovation. A hadith-i sharif says (what means): The Messenger of Allah used to do masah on his entire head, and he used to do masah on the back and interior area of his ears. (Tirmidhi, Abu Dawud)Though some scholars said that it is mustahab to apply masah on the back of the neck, it is written in al-Bahr and other books that it is sunnat. To do masah on the throat, however, is an innovation. (Radd-ul-
mukhtar)Similarly, it is written as follows in the book Ni'mat-i Islam in its section that deals with the 16th of the sunnats of wudu':"To apply masah on the back of the neck with the back of the two hands after applying masah on the head and ears." That applying masah on the back of the neck is sunnat is written in all books of fiqgh.Question: It is written in the book Endless Bliss, "[It is sunnat] to wet the section under the two eyebrows when
washing the face." Does the section under the two eyebrows mean the part between the eyebrows and eyelids?ANSWERNo, it does not. It refers to the bottom of the eyebrows. Question: It is difficult to remove and wear again my dentures. If I perform wudu' without removing my dentures, will my wudu' be considered valid?’ANSWERYes, it is valid.Question: It is written in the book Endless Bliss, "If one cannot find a miswak, a brush can be used. If
a brush is not available, either, one must clean one’s teeth with one’s thumb and second little finger; for doing this, the former is rubbed on the teeth on the right hand side and the latter is rubbed on the ones on the left hand side, three times each." Which finger is the second little finger?’ANSWERIL is written in the book Islam Ahlaki, "If a person cannot find a miswak, he should insert his thumb into the right hand side of his mouth and his index
finger into the left hand side of it, and he should rub them on his teeth." (p. 374)As is seen, the index finger is also called the second little finger. Faraidh - obligatory Wajibaat - necessary Sunnan - An act done or liked by the prophet We perform wudhu to carry out tasks which are not permissible in the state of minor impurity and to_gain the reward in the hereafter, such as when we are about to pray salah, touch the Quraan, do tawaaf...etc When
performing wudhu it is imperative that we ensure that we complete it correctly as this is the first step of our worship, if it is done incorrectly it nullifies other worships we offer, once we have completed wudhu only then can we perform salah, and carry out the worships of Allah All Mighty. First: To wash the entire Face - From the top of the forehead to the bottom of the chln and from one earlobe to the other. Second. To wash
the hands including the elbows once. Third: To wipe a quarter of the head. Fourth: To wash the feet including the ankles The difference between washing and wiping is, in washing, the water should drip from your skin, whereas wiping is just passing wet hands over the area. One should ensure that when washing each limb it is washed correctly, and the water reaches the full limb, without anything preventing the water such as wax, super glue,

Alongside benefits for the hereafter wudhu also has many benefits proven scientifically and medically such as: Helps with high blood pressure Blood Circulatory System Helps with Immune System (Lymphatic Circulation) Rinsing the mouth & nose:
the scientists have stated frequently rinsing the mouth prevents infection and inflammation in the mouth. Perfuming wudhu before going to sleep: It is encouraged by our beloved Master Muhammad (Peace Be Upon Him), to perform wudhu before going to sleep. The same acts are also encouraged by Yoga experts stating that washing limbs helps relax the body and prepares it for sleep. Helps Prevent Skin Cancer: The areas washed in Wudhu are
the most prone to pollution, perfuming wudhu keeps the skin healthy and clean. Chinese medicine singles out more than 700 biologically active spots on the human body. For their quick effect reflex therapy named thesixty-six drastic spots aggression spots, antique spots or prime-elements spots. (perforation). Although we realize that this is commonly done, we recommend against using cotton tipped applicators, hair pins, and similar devices to clean the ear. Here are some key Sunnahs associated with wudu:Starting with Bismillah (In the Name of Allah):Saying Bismillah at the beginning of wudu signifies invoking Allah's (swt) name and seeking His blessings for the act.Prophet Muhammad (saw) said, The key to prayer is purification and the key to purification is wudu and the key to wudu is saying 'Bismillah' (Musnad Ahmad 6/201).Using Miswak (Siwak):The miswak is a natural
twig traditionally used for cleaning teeth and gums. Prophet Muhammad (saw) emphasized its use for oral hygiene and recommended its use before wudu (Sahih Bukhari 5062). The Prophet's (saw) actions emphasized washing between
the fingers and toes (Sahih Bukhari 156).Sequence and Order of Washing:While there is some flexibility, the Prophet (saw) generally washed his limbs in a specific order, starting with the right and then moving to the left. However, using a miswak remains a recommended
Sunnah.What if I forget a Sunnah act during wudu?If you forget a Sunnah act unintentionally, simply continue with your wudu. There is no need to repeat it.Is the order of Sunnahs crucial for wudu validity?The core obligatory actions (fard) of wudu must be performed in the correct order. Following the Sunnah order is recommended but not essential for wudu's validity.Can women follow the same Sunnahs as men?Yes, the Sunnahs of wudu apply
to both men and women.How can I make incorporating Sunnahs of wudu a habit?Make a conscious effort to include these practices in your wudu routine. Cleaning and washing the hands down to the elbows III. Performing the Masah (wet the hands and move your hands to and forth to your head and neck) IV. At last wash both your feet down to the anklesSunnahs of Wudu/AblutionThe Sunnahs of wudu are also very important
therefore you can read the complete 13 Sunnah of wudu below:I. Intention (Niyyah) is the first important Sunnah of wudu II. Supplication like Bismillah before starting wudu III. Washing the hands with three time repeating the step IV. Teeth Brushing (Miswak) V. Three time rinsing water into the mouth VI. Sniffing water into nostrils thrice with left hand VII. Combing (Performing Khilal) the beard with the fingers VIII. Cross passing the finger of
both hands against each other and same to the (Khilal of fingers and toes) IX. Wash every part thrice X. Perform Masah one time over the head XI. Perform Masah of both ear XII. Follow the step by step procedure of wudu/ablution XIII. Wash every part without delay to make sure that no part dries before the next step.
